Decision Evidence and Findings

Findings on material questions of fact:

The objective of the Transport Infrastructure Act 1994 requires the establishment of a
road regime that is safe and efficient.

Section 62 of the Transport Infrastructure Act 1994 allows the Department of Transport
and Main Roads to make decisions about permitted road access locations between
particular/adjacent land and State-controlled Road.

The subiject stie relates to a material change of use, resulting in the non-residential
workforce accommodation and short-term accommodation.

The subiject site is located at Lot 16 on MHP13997, and it has frontage to Camooweal
Street (TMR Road ID: 7709).

Camooweal Street has an Annual Average Daily Traffic (AADT) of 7,067 vehicles, of
which approximately 10.48% are heavy vehicles.

Where proximate to the subject site, Camooweal Street has a posted speed limit of
60km/hr and features a double carriageway format physically separated by grass
median.

The subject stie does not benefit from a frontage to any local roads.

Due to the nature of non-residential workforce accommodation, traffics to and from the
subject site are expected to consist primarily of light vehicles.

The proposed internal car parking arrangement fronting to Camooweal Street maintain
approximately 5m setback from the boundary line adjacent to the Entry/Exit point,
providing safe queueing spaces.

The location of the access is not foreseen to compromise the safety of users of the
State-controlled Road.

The landowner shall be responsible for the maintenance of the crossover between the
property boundary and the edge of the kerb as required to continue the safe and efficient
access between the permitted road access location and Camooweal Street.

The access has been assessed on the current conditions and not on any future planning
withing the area.

A regulation may specify the qualifications or experience
required for particular proceedings.

After a tribunal is established, the tribunal’s membership must
not be changed.

236 Remuneration

A tribunal member must be paid the remuneration the
Governor in Council decides.

237 Tribunal proceedings

(1) A tribunal must ensure all persons before the tribunal are
afforded natural justice.

(2) A tribunal must make its decisions in a timely way.

(3) A tribunal may—

(a) conduct its business as the tribunal considers
appropriate, subject to a regulation made for this
section; and
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(b) sit at the times and places the tribunal decides; and

(c) hear an appeal and application for a declaration
together; and

(d) hear 2 or more appeals or applications for a declaration
together.

(a) the way in which a tribunal is to operate, including the

(2) The applicant, or responsible entity, for the change application
may start proceedings for a declaration about whether the
proposed change to the approval is a minor change.

(3) The registrar must, within 10 business days after the
proceedings start, give notice of the proceedings to the
respondent as a party to the proceedings.

(a) if the applicant started the proceedings—the responsible

242  Action when proceedings start

If a document starting tribunal proceedings is filed with the

The chief executive must consider the document and decide
whether or not it is reasonable in the circumstances to excuse
the noncompliance (because it would not cause substantial
injustice in the proceedings, for example).

If the chief executive decides not to excuse the
noncompliance, the chief executive must give a notice stating
that the document is of no effect, because of the
noncompliance, to the person who filed the document.

The chief executive must give the notice within 10 business
days after the document is given to the chief executive.

If the chief executive does excuse the noncompliance, the
chief executive may act under section242 as if the
noncompliance had not happened.

249 Conduct of tribunal proceedings

(1) Subject to section 237, the chairperson of a tribunal must
decide how tribunal proceedings are to be conducted.

(2) The tribunal may decide the proceedings on submissions.

(3) If the proceedings are to be decided on submissions, the
tribunal must give all parties a notice asking for the
submissions to be made to the tribunal within a stated
reasonable period.

(4) Otherwise, the tribunal must give notice of the time and place
of the hearing to all parties.

(5) The tribunal may decide the proceedings without a party’s
submission (written or oral) if—

(a) for proceedings to be decided on submissions—the
party’s submission is not received within the time stated
in the notice given under subsection (3); or
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(b) for proceedings to be decided by hearing—the person,
or the person’s agent, does not appear at the hearing.

(6) When hearing proceedings, the tribunal—
